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  Overall enrollment for Spring, 2007 is 11,267, representing a 2.3% decrease over  

Spring, 2006 enrollments; student FTE declined 2.8%. 
 
  Lower division enrollments fell 3.1%, while upper division grew 0.4%, resulting  

in an overall decline of 0.8% at the undergraduate level. 
 
  Graduate enrollments and FTE decreased this Spring, 6.6% and 7.7%, respectively. 
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
