





	4)  Quizzes:  Short quizzes on verb forms, vocabulary, and/or culture/geography will be given occasionally
	and will most often be announced in advance.  These quizzes will usually be given at the beginning of class.
	If you are late to class, you will not be allowed to take a missed quiz as these quizzes cannot be made up.
	5)  Exams:  There will be five exams, one at the end of each of the five lessons covered.  Exams will most often
	include listening, reading, and writing and will review all material covered in the lesson.  The best 4 of 5 exam scores
	will count towards the final grade.  This is to say that the lowest exam grade will be dropped, and if an exam is missed
	due to absence, the 0 for this exam will be the one to drop.  There will be no make-up exams. This includes any part
	of an exam missed due to late arrival.  A short oral exam will also be administered towards the end of the semester.
